The Beaufort Historic Site includes several historic buildings to choose from to create a customized Buildings Tour.  These include:

Leffers Cottage:  Visit a primitive home built by Samuel Leffers, Beaufort’s first schoolmaster, in 1778.  See how his family would have lived, especially interesting is the collection of early cookware.

Old Jail:  Built of brick walls 28 inches thick, this jail was constructed in 1829.  Students observe that the jailer lived in the same building as the prisoner and hear stories about some of Beaufort’s criminals.

Apothecary Shop:  Some Beaufort residents can still remember when Dr. Davis ran this drug store and doctor’s office.  Equipped with medical instruments, books, and hundreds of medicine vials, the Apothecary c1859 illustrates early medical practices.  

County Courthouse:  This newly restored one-room Courthouse of 1796 captivates the imagination as it depicts the simplicity of the early legal system.

Schoolmaster’s Cottage:  See the one-room house where Beaufort’s schoolmaster would have lived and taught classes.  Students see the tools colonial teachers and students would have used.

Colonial Games:  Students learn games that children played in the colonial and Victorian eras.  

Old Burying Ground:  Resting in the shade created by a thicket of majestic live oak trees, the Old Burying Ground is a fascinating place.  Listed on the National Register of Historic Places, its weathered tombstones chronicle the heritage of Beaufort and the surrounding coast.

Double Decker Bus:  Hop aboard and see Beaufort’s Historic District from atop our vintage 1967 English double-decker bus while local narrators entertain with the lively legends of Beaufort’s past.

Legal Program:  The Beaufort Historical Association is proud to offer a look at the Early American Legal System. Targeting 8th graders, students can visit the Carteret County Courthouse of 1796 for a tour.  Then they get a firsthand look at historic court proceedings by taking on the roles of various court personnel and reenacting a trial pulled from early court documents.  Students read from a script until it is time for the jury to deliberate.  Students decide the fate of the defendant and then are told the actual historic outcome.  Discussion of the outcome is facilitated by area lawyers who are on hand to field questions ranging from the evolution of the judicial system, to responsibilities of citizens, to current legal advice.  For school groups that participate in the courthouse program, a trip to the modern county courthouse or to the Old Jail are included to enhance learning about the early legal system.
